1729, the Holy Club members fasted until 3 p.m.
Wednesdays and Fridays, received Holy Commun

brought all their lives under strict review.

The Holy Club never exceeded twenty-fiv
members, but many of those made signific
contributions, in addition to those of Charles and J
Wesley.
